CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

NSWCPC - C01    SPECIFICATIONS

Work under this contract shall be performed in accordance with the following Technical Specifications:

1. Perform hydrostatic test on and refurbish modular mounted helium tank car cylinders.  Each module is made up of six cylinders and two mounting saddles.  Cylinders conform to IC/DOT-107A specifications and are mounted in a modular arrangement in accordance with Bureau of Mines drawing number EQ-50.

2. Hydrostatic testing and refurbishment is to include:

a. Disassembly of cylinders from modular saddles

b. Hydrostatic testing of cylinders in accordance with DOT requirements

c. Washing, cleaning and removal of loose scale from the interior of the cylinders

d. Drying cylinder interior and purging with nitrogen

e. Installation of new CGA 580 fill valves

f. Replacing original Bureau of Mines burst disk assemblies with new Henderson 9120F safety valves, if the original Bureau of Mines burst disk assemblies are present or if Henderson 9120F safety valves are already present, replacing the burst disks in the valve assembly, and all gaskets.  Furthermore, certifying that new safety valves meet the pressure, temperature and flow requirements of DOT-107A

g. Testing each safety valve assembly with oil free nitrogen to the working pressure of the cylinder on which it will be installed.  Leakage of any amount is not acceptable.

h. Charging all cylinders with oil-free nitrogen to a minimum pressure of 10PSIG.

i. Shot blasting of cylinder exteriors and modular saddles.

j. Priming and painting of cylinder exteriors and modular saddles with Dupont Imron, white in color, in accordance with manufacturers instructions.

k. Re-stenciling of existing markings on the fill valve end of each cylinder.  The height of the stenciled letters shall be of at least ¾ inch tall and not more than 1-1/2 inches tall.  The stencils shall be applied in black paint.

l. Replacing belting which supports the cylinders in the modular saddles.

m. Assembly of cylinders in modular saddles in accordance with Bureau of Mines Drawing Number EQ-50.

3. The contractor shall provide two sets of spare gaskets (including any copper crush washers) used in the refurbishment of any one cylinder in the module.  If any cylinder uses gaskets that are not common to the other cylinders in the module, also provide two sets of those gaskets.

4. The contractor shall provide results of the hydrostatic testing of each cylinder with the delivery of the cylinder.

5. The contractor shall provide a copy of the nonvolatile report and particle analysis from the cleaning of each cylinder as part of the deliverable.

6. The information stenciled on each cylinder in accordance with Section 2K shall be of the format outlined below:

Where Tank No. is the tank number of the cylinder, Serial No. is the serial number of the cylinder, Water Vol. Cu. Ft. is the floodable volume in cubic feet of the cylinder, and Fill Pressure PSIG is the working pressure of the cylinder.

7. The contractor shall stage the work as follows.  Nitrogen Bank 3 (cylinder numbers 1036,906,709,1090,1480 and 1166) and Nitrogen Bank 1 (cylinder numbers 1047/19525-884, 1044/29360-366, 1044/19525-879, 1047/38812-282, 1041/29360-724 and 1043/19530-759) are to be done first.  The contractor shall pick up the third module, Nitrogen Bank 2 (cylinder numbers 1038/29360-410, 1043/19525-828, 1043/39246-276, 1043/29363-290, 1047/19530-747 and 1031/19230-458), after returning the first two modules.

8. The modular mounted helium tank car cylinders are located at Building 413.  A Navy crane and personnel are available for loading the modules onto the contractor’s vehicle.

9. The contractor shall notify Greg Holbrook, (850_ 235-5531, (850) 774-2621, at least three working days in advance to schedule pick up and delivery.

(d) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall tender for acceptance only those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its postacceptance rights--

(1) Within a reasonable period of time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.

(e) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence, such as acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(f) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges that the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government, using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred that reasonably could have been avoided.

(g) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience.

(h) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.
