The U.S. Navy is requesting a proposal to manufacture, package, and ship aluminum cabinets/lockers for use in stowage of Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus (SCBA) and compressed breathing air cylinders aboard United States Coast Guard (USCG) ships.    The lockers will be manufacured in accordance with drawings previously developed by U.S. Navy personnel.  The offeror must clearly demonstrate the capability to fully meet all requirements specified in Section C.  The proposal shall be evaluated in accordance with Section M of this solicitation.  The proposal shall then become a part of the overall contract.  The proposal shall comply with the following requirements.

The offeror shall submit a written proposal. The proposal validity shall be for 120 days after submission of proposal.  The proposal shall consist of the following: 

a.
Technical Proposal -  shall be divided into separate sections for each of the major technical factors as listed below:

Technical Approach and Compliance with Statement of Work

b. The technical proposal shall not include any price information.

c. Detailed responses to the requirements of this solicitation are necessary to enable the Government to evaluate the offeror's understanding of, and capability to accomplish the stated requirements.  Throughout the proposal, the offeror shall provide sufficient detail to substantiate the validity of all stated claims.  Proposals shall be submitted in accordance with the instructions herein and non‑conformance with the specific required content may be cause for rejection of the proposal.  The proposal shall provide comprehensive responses to the areas addressed in paragraph 2.0 below, entitled "Proposal Content". The offeror should ensure that the responses are in consonance with the evaluation factors set forth in Section M of this solicitation.

d. General statements that the offeror understands the problem and can or will comply with the requirements of the solicitation will be considered to be inadequate. It is recognized that all pertinent factors cannot be detailed in advance; however, each proposal must be sufficiently complete to demonstrate the manner in which it is proposed to comply with the applicable requirements of the solicitation. Data not submitted with this proposal, but submitted previously, or presumed to be known (i.e., previous projects performed for the Government) cannot be considered as part of this proposal.

Proposal Format and Structure
a. In order to maximize efficiency and minimize the effort involved in the proposal evaluation process, the offeror shall submit its proposals in accordance with the format presented below. Those who do not may be found unacceptable. 

     b. The proposal shall be submitted in three (3) copies  (technical and cost shall be in separate binders). There is a 50-page limitation on the technical proposal with the exception that the Quality Program Plan may be of any length and will not count against the 50-page limit.

c. The technical proposal shall be bound using "3‑ring binders" that will allow the document to lie flat when opened to any page and permit easy removal for evaluation of different sections by multiple Government evaluators. Each individual section of the proposal shall stand on its own as complete and inclusive and shall contain all pertinent information in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the particular area of interest. The technical proposal shall contain no cost or pricing information, but shall address all information needed to evaluate the technical aspects of the proposal. 

d. The narrative material in the proposal shall be typewritten with type no smaller than 10 point elite, single‑spaced, on one side of a sheet 8‑1/2 inches by 11 inches.  Margins shall be one inch on all sides. Photo reduction of material other than graphs and drawings is prohibited. In the event photo reduction is used for graphs and drawings, their presentation must be clear and legible. Oversize pages in fold‑out format shall not exceed one continuous sheet 34 inches by 11 inches, with each such oversize sheet counting as one page. Fold‑out sheets shall be one side of the page only, and shall be limited to graphs, flow charts, diagrams, and other pictorial‑type information. A Table of Contents identifying major areas of the proposal and showing location by page reference shall be placed in the front of the proposal and will not be charged against the page count.

e.
The Pages in the proposal shall be numbered by section number, followed by a sequential number (i.e., "3‑1", "3‑2", etc).  A date shall be placed on each page of the proposal corresponding to the date of the initial proposal.  

f. The cover page of the proposal shall include: (1) the title; (2) the item nomenclature and solicitation number of the RFP; (3) the company name of the offeror; (4) the offeror's position regarding disclosure of proposal data in accordance with the General Provisions in the solicitation entitled "Restrictions on Disclosure and Use of Data in Proposals".

g. Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond those sufficient to present a complete and effective response to this solicitation are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the offeror's lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate artwork, expensive paper and bindings, and expensive visual and other presentation aids are neither necessary nor wanted (FAR 52.215‑7 APR 1984).

h. No cost information shall be included in the Contractor's forwarding letter for the proposal or any part of the proposal. The forwarding letter is to be merely an instrument for transmitting the submitted proposal.

2.0 Proposal Content
The offeror shall clearly demonstrate the capability to fully comply with all requirements of the solicitation by means of a detailed technical proposal.  The proposal shall be organized to be as clear and concise as practicable without sacrificing quality of information.  The technical proposal shall address each of the Factors specified herein.  To be considered technically acceptable the offeror must specify how the proposed effort meets the requirements of the solicitation.  NOTE: ALL INFORMATION PLACED IN THE TECHNICAL PROPOSAL WILL BE CONTRACTUALLY BINDING AFTER CONTRACT AWARD.

Guidelines for Content
The technical proposal shall be such as to enable technical personnel conversant with the program to make a thorough evaluation and arrive at a clear determination as to whether the proposal clearly and fully demonstrates that the offeror has a complete understanding of NSWCPC's requirements. Therefore, statements that the offeror understands, can or will comply with the SOW or parts thereof are considered inadequate.  Additionally, phrases such as "standard procedures will be employed" or "well known techniques will be used" are also inadequate.  The proposal must be sufficiently detailed to show how the offeror proposes to comply with the requirements including a full explanation of the techniques, procedures, and personnel to be utilized in performance of the requirements.

The offeror shall clearly demonstrate his capability to provide services that fully comply with all requirements of the solicitation by providing documentation demonstrating that the proposed product meets all the requirements of the Statement of Work.  The offeror shall also identify and clearly describe the management and quality assurance processes that the offeror proposes to use to ensure that the end-item will meet the requirements of the Statement of Work as well as a Quality Plan.

Provide three (3) past performance references that reflect recent relevant experience performed within the last four (4) years. Include contract/delivery order numbers, contract types, program name, total contract cost, short description of the work performed, names and valid contact information (telephone numbers, e-mail addresses, snail mail addresses, etc.) for the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO), Contracting Officers Representative (COR) etc.

Award will be made to the low cost, technically acceptable offeror.  All factors are equal and must be acceptable to receive an award.  The technical proposal must give clear, detailed information sufficient to enable evaluation based on the criteria listed below Technical acceptability will be determined by evaluation of the following:

1. Understanding of the requirement and Technical Approach to meeting the Specification Requirements

2. Technical acceptability of the proposal 

3. In the event an offeror has no record of relevant past performance, or information on past performance is not available, the offeror will not be evaluated either favorably or unfavorably on past performance. A neutral rating will be assigned to this evaluation factor.

     Contractor’s questions are answered below:
Question 1:  Section F of the solicitation states that the contractor is to bid F.O.B. destination, which means the contractor must include the shipping cost for each CLIN price. How is the contractor expected to formulate a shipping cost without knowing the ship to point and the amount and type of lockers for each shipment? All other IDIQ government contracts are solicited as FOB origin because each delivery order will consist of a different quantity and type of lockers. Furthermore, F.O.B. destination gives an unfair advantage to contractors that are geographically located closer to the ship to point.

 

Answer 1:  This contract will be F.O.B. Destination. The ship to addresses are unknown at this time and shipment could be anywhere within the continental United States. The offeror could use an average shipping cost for the continental United States.  In the event shipping is outside of CONUS, then the additional shipping cost will be negotiated on each individual delivery order.

 

Question 2: Section F also states that the time of delivery shall be specified on each individual delivery order. How is the contractor to plan not only a production schedule, which effects CLIN pricing for each locker, but a technical proposal as well, when a delivery schedule is not provided by the government? AN IDIQ solicitation usually contains a delivery schedule based on the quantity of units per delivery order. For example:

 

1 to 20 units 60 days

21 to 50 units 90 days 

51 and over 120 days 

 

Can a schedule similar to this be implemented into the solicitation?

 

Answer 2:  Yes.  See above changes to Section F.

Question 3:  This is for a three year IDIQ contract yet there is no line item pricing for the 2nd and 3rd years. How is the contractor to convey a price increase from year to year?

Answer 3:  See Section B changes.  Separate CLINs have been added for years two and three in order for the offerors to factor in the inflation.

Question 4:  In reviewing the RFP, particularly Sections L and M, there are no explicit instructions provided regarding the cost proposal content requirements. Specially, what information does the Government require? Completed Section B? Rationale/justification to support Section B prices including assumptions used? Representations and Certifications? Other cost supporting materials?

Answer 4:  This is a competitive Firm-Fixed Price (FFP) effort.  Other than completing Section B, no cost data is required.

Question 5: There in inadequate information provided in the RFP that is needed to form the basis of our pricing Amendment 0001, Answer 1 provides limited information, i.e. the quantities of each CLIN are to be spread over the 3 years.  We need to know the quantities to be ordered and delivered in each year of the contract, i.e. a quantity of XXX will be ordered from date of contract award through 365 days after date of contract (year 1) for CLIN 0001, a quantity of YYY will be ordered for CLIN 0002, and so on through CLIN 0010. Similar guidance needs to be provided for quantities ordered from 366 to 731 days after date of contract (year 2) and for quantities ordered from 732 days to 1097 after date of contract (year 3).

Additionally, no information has been provided indicating when each of the CLINs will be ordered, whether there will one or more delivery orders within each year for an individual CLIN, and what the delivery schedule and rate are for each of the CLINs, i.e. orders providing for quantities of a specific CLIN of XX or less shall be delivered within YY days after the date of the; and orders providing for more than XX shall be delivered as follows: XX with YY days after date of order and up to and including XX a month every moth every month thereafter until completion.  This type information is also required in order to develop a full supportable, realistic, and reasonable price, particularly since this is a Firm-Fixed Price contract. 


Answer 5:  This will be a ‘Requirements” contract. The Government’s obligation is only to purchase the items from the successful offeror over a three-year period, as the need becomes known. No quantities are guaranteed to be ordered.  See revisions to Section B and Section F.

Question 6: In the solicitation package N61331-04-R-0003, on page 5 of 37, Item # 0008 it reads"Fabricate and assemble breathing air compressor for the self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) in accordance with section C , statement of work and NAVSEA drawing no. 7245962"

 

My question is , should Item #0008 description read 

 

"Fabricate and assemble breathing air compressor enclosure for the self contained breathing apparatus (SCBA), in accordance with section C, statement of work and NAVSEA drawing no. 7245962 ?

Answer 6:  Yes. See Section B correction to CLIN 0008.
