3.1.1 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, MDL-9 Lockers over a three-year period.   The SCBA lockers  shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7246002.

3.1.2 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, MDL-9N Lockers over a three-year period.   The SCBA lockers  shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7246005.

3.1.3 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, MDL-5 Lockers over a three-year period.   The SCBA lockers  shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7246007.

3.1.4 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, MDL-E3 Lockers over a three-year period.   The SCBA lockers  shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7246010.

3.1.5 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, MDL-11 Stowage Bags over a three-year period.   The SCBA Stowage Bags shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7246013.

3.1.6 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, MDL-12 Stowage Bags over a three-year period.   The SCBA Stowage Bags shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7246014.

3.1.7 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, MDL-12 Modified Stowage Bags over a three-year period.   The SCBA Stowage Bags shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing MDL-12_Mod.

3.1.8 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, Stowage Bag Covers over a three-year period.   The Covers shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7246015.

3.1.9 The contractor shall fabricate and assemble, as tasked in individual delivery orders, Breathing Air Compressor Stowage Locker over a three-year period.   The lockers  shall be manufactured in accordance with NAVSEA Drawing 7245962.

3.2 Characteristics

3.2.1 Quality


The contractor shall utilize new materials and components in the manufacture of each locker and stowage bag.  The contractor shall take reasonable precautions to prevent damage to each locker and stowage bag during fabrication, inspection, shipping and delivery.  

3.2.2 Workmanship



Each SCBA Locker and Stowage Bag shall be free of defects that may indicate poor workmanship.  Mechanical components shall be uniform in appearance and free from cross-threading, burrs, scratches, cracks, breaks, pits, dents, chips, sharp projections of edges, lose parts, or foreign material that may adversely effect the SCBA Locker or Stowage Bag's  serviceability, performance, reliability, endurance, ware or safety.

3.2.3 Environmental Conditions


All SCBA Lockers and Stowage Bags shall be capable of reliable operation in adverse weather, in a salt-spray environment, and in ambient temperatures from -65° to 140° F.

3.3
Physical Construction

The overall size of each SCBA Locker and Stowage Bag shall meet the requirements of NAVSEA Drawing 7246000.

3.4
Painting Requirements

3.4.1 These painting requirements apply to SCBA Lockers, Stowage Bags, and BAC Enclosures listed in SOW paragraph 1.0.

3.4.2 Lockers shall be electrostatic powder coated using a commercial grade power suitale for indoor use with no exposure to sunlight, but with exposure to moisture, salt, and heavy traffic in passageways.  A polyster power is suitable for this type of application.

3.4.3 The powder color shall be high gloss red, FED-STD-595B, color 11350.  For lockers installed in light traps, the color shall be flat (no gloss) black, as specified in FED-STD-595B, color 37038.

3.4.4 All exterior and interior surfaces of the locker shall be coated.  Exterior surfaces to be coated shall include the front door panels, side panels, back panel, and top panel.  Interior surfaces to be coated include the door backs and edges, side panels, back panel, top panel, bottom panel and frame.  Door hinges and the removable bottom panel, if present, need not be coated, but may be coated if desired.  For mass stowage lockers (MDL-9,  9N, and E3), the interior of the compartment assembly (egg crate) need not be coated.

3.4.5 Door handles, the door latch mechanism, and door locking bars shall NOT be coated.  These items shall be installed after coating, or shall be masked and not coated.  Walkaway brackets and rubber door bumpers shall not be coated.  For mass stowage lockers, the protective edging shall be installed after coating.  Also for mass stowage lockers, the spring clips and footplates shall not be coated, but may be installed and masked before powder coating if desired.

3.4.6 If necessary, weep holes may be drilled in the door bottom edge and in the locker bottom panel and frame to allow excess powder to drain out.  Also, if necessary, holes may be drilled in the locker top or back panel and frame to permit the lockers to be suspended during powder coating.

3.4.7 Base foundation and bulkhead foundation angles (which are made of steel) shall not be powder coated, but shall instead be coated with a wet sprayed primer.  The preferred primer color is green.  At installation, these istems will be welded to the deck or bulkhead and then painted to match the surrounding areas.

3.5
Certificate of Compliance


Each locker and stowage bag shall be delivered with a Certificate of Compliance that all manufacturing and inspection requirements have been met.

4.0 QUALITY ASSURANCE

4.1 Responsibility for Inspection


The contractor is responsible for the performance of all inspections and  examinations specified herein.  The Government reserves the right to perform any of the inspections set fourth in this SOW where such inspections are deemed necessary to ensure supplies and services conform to the prescribed requirements.  

4.2 Quality Conformance Inspection


The quality conformance inspection shall verify that requirements of this SOW have been met.
